Passing scores for English Basic Skills (EBS) are 6 or higher on the essay AND
243-300 on Reading.

The highest score on any of the multiple-choice tests is 300.

The highest score on the essay is 8.

Cost to Families

* BCC charges Y2 tuition to all students
enrolled in the Early College Program.

* RP BOE will pay Y2 of the semester tuition.

For example: Current students are taking 10 credits totaling $1430.25. However, RP
will pay half, so they are only responsible for $715.13 plus the cost of books.
